                                             MINUTES -    PLAN COMMISSION – JULY 22, 2019

On Monday, July 22, 2019, the Village of Raymond Plan Commission held their regular monthly meeting.  Commissioner Strohmeier called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.  Present for the meeting were:  ChairmanHarold Strohmeier; Secretary, Gary Boldt; Commission Members Joe Strueder, Steve Daily, Art Binhack and Kevin Cantwell.  Absent was Commissioner Scott Brenton.  

Also in attendance were, Stan Riffle, Village Attorney; Tim Barbeau, Village Zoning Administrator; and, approximately forty-five (45) residents.   
1. Approval of Previous minutes from June 24, 2019.
APPROVED ON A STRUEDER/DAILY MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
2. Public Comment: 
Joe Heinrichs:

Spoke against item “Rose Investments, LLC”  He stated the following reasons for denying the request:

Permit incomplete

Non-conforming Use

Mixes residential and commercial

There are 2 rental homes with children on the property

There is no water retention

Root River is only 1400 feet away

The property owner has guard rails in the neighbor’s property

Intersections are being affected by semis that are 80 feet long and 84000 pounds. 

Racine County denied this request 9 months ago 
Residential Development half-mile north and south 

Who will police the conditional use being followed

The Judge ruled with Racine County on this same denial

Presented a petition with all are residents against this. 

People want this to be residential 

There will be additional traffic   -    trucks going both ways on Waukesha Road

Buildings do not meet safety standards

There are 7 – 8 different companies renting out of this property already

Property had an environmental clean-up totaling $141,118.60, in April of 1997.  

Sheryl Michel:

Also expressed concerns of oil and fuel run-off getting to her property; and, property values going down.  

Paul Magestro

Felt that he should hire his own attorney to fight this to get it stopped.  

Additional Residents

Had similar concerns as Mr. Heinrichs.

Greg Clark, owner/operator Clarks Truck Repair, 1500 122nd Street, Franksville, WI; XCEL, LLC, property owner Re: Consideration and possible action on a request to issue a Conditional Use Permit to allow outside storage of semi-trucks at his business to be located at 1500 122nd Street. Tax Parcel 0120421-07-031010.
Mr. Clark stated that 80% of his business is off-site.  

APPROVE CONDITIONAL USE, PENDING ALL OF THE ZONING ADMINISTRATOR’S CONDITIONS BEING FOLLOWED, MADE ON A BOLDT/DAILY MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

4. Rose Investments, LLC 7213 USH 41, Caledonia, WI, owner/applicant, by Fox, O’Neil & Shannon, S.C. agent, Consideration and possible action on a request for a Conditional Use permit to operate a trucking terminal and station for the service and repair of vehicles, and truck and trailer parking at the property known as 1521 Waukesha Road, Tax Parcel No. 0120421-10-055000.
Please note:  Commission Member, Art Binhack left the room at this time.
Attorney Lauren Maddente (for the petitioner):

Stated the refrigerator trucks would not be running all night long.  She also stated that the applicant is willing to work with the Village on any conditions that may be set.  
DENY REQUEST, AS THE AREA IS MAINLY RURAL RESIDENTIAL AND AGRICULTURAL AND BASED ON OTHER THINGS GOING ON IN THE AREA.  THE PROPOSED USE DOES NOT APPEAR TO FIT WITH THE USES IN THE SURROUNDING AREA, AS THE PROPOSED USE IS NOT CONSISTENT WITH THE EXISTING 2035 COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN.  THIS IS NOT IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE PURPOSE AND INTENT OF CHAPTER 20 AND APPEARS NOT TO PROMOTE THE HEALTH, SAFETY, AESTHETICS AND GENERAL WELFARE OF THIS COMMUNITY OR COUNTY.  THIS USE IS HAZARDOUS, HARMFUL, OFFENSIVE OR OTHERWISE ADVERSE TO THE ENVIRONMENTAL QUALITY OR PROPERTY VALUES IN THE COUNTY AND IT’S COMMUNITIES.  ALSO, THE APPLICANT HAS NOT PROVIDED ADEQUATE INFORMATION TO DETERMINE THAT THE PROPOSED USE MEETS SEC. 20-1063 RELATED TO NOISE, SEC. 20-1062 REGARING WATER QUALITY PROTECTION; SEC. 20-1065 REGARDING EXTERIOR LIGHTING OR SEC. 20-1067 REGARDING ODORS, MADE ON A BOLDT/DAILY MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  

(Immediately following the vote, Commission Members Binhack re-entered the room).  
5. Jose G. Mora 8761 W. 7 Mile Road, (tabled 4/22/19 by the Village Board), Re; Consideration and possible action on a request for a Conditional Use Permit to park two quad-axle dump trucks within an existing pole barn. Tax Parcel No. 0120421-09-003050.
MOTION TO TAKE OFF OF THE TABLE, MADE ON A CANTWELL/STROHMEIER MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  

At this time, Zoning Administrator Barbeau read an email that he received from the petitioners, requesting that this matter again be tabled.  

MOTION TO DENY REQUEST, ON THE BASIS THAT THE USE IS HARMFUL, OFFENSIVE OR OTHERWISE ADVERSE TO THE PROPERTY VALUES IN THE COMMUNITY, AND IT DOES NOT FIT WITH THE USES IN THE DISTRICT AND THERE ARE SINGLE FAMILY USES IN THE IMMEDIATE AREA AND THIS DOES NOT MEET THE MINIMUM ORDINANCE CRITERIA OF THE TRUCKS OPERATED BY AN OCCUPANT OF THE PROPERTY AND IS WITHIN 600 FEET FROM A RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT, MADE ON A BOLDT/DAILY MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
6. Karen and Brian Gunderson, 4025 Gunderson Road, Waterford, Re: Consideration and possible action on a request for approval of a Certified Survey Map to reconfigure two properties. Tax Parcel No. 0120421-18-016054.
