PUBLIC COMMENT 
STAN BUGNACKI:


Mr. Bugnacki attended a Waste Management Siting Committee meeting – he reported on the 2019 well sampling.  He also reported that Phase #1 started in September.   Phase #2 is being worked on now.  


He also showed the Board a sheet of paper that Waste Management has been handing out to people going to the dump regarding what they are allowed to bring, and the rules regarding the number of loads per day.  This was never discussed at a Siting Committee Meeting.  Mr. Bugnacki will be checking into this.

Chief Smith gave an update on the SCBA Grant.  There was a grant obtained – the grant is for $165,500.00, and, our share is $8,275.00.  Kansasville will be handling the money from now on.

e. Discussion/Decision regarding Tax Collection Hours and Tax Help:


Trustee Lecus stated that he has received a few complaints from people that would like to come in to pay their taxes when the office is open.  



Treasurer Toll stated that there are many more people in on Thursday mornings.  



Trustee Lecus asked when was this person hired?  What is the pay for this person?  When did this new person get training?  



Treasurer Toll said that she hired the new person last week.  She is getting $15.00 an hour; and, she has trained this new person.  She also said that when she (Treasurer Toll) first started, she was told that she could hire tax help for tax time.  



Trustee Schwartz said that it was ok to hire tax help; however, there are already two people in the office (Clerk and Treasurer), there doesn’t need to be any additional help during the daytime collection hours.  



Treasurer Toll stated that if people have their tax payment ready, it only takes a few minutes for receipting; however, many people come in and do not have their check filled out, or the stub ripped from the tax bill.  



Trustee Ryan stated that, in next year’s tax bill insert, there should be a note that “taxes will be collected when the office is open; however, if people need to also speak to the Treasurer, they need to come in during the following hours”.



President Kastenson agreed with the other Board members – he also wants the Clerk to add to the website that “Taxes can be paid during the week.”  


Motion to have the Clerk take taxes during the day and help keep the drop box clean; but, if the Treasurer needs additional help, she may have it for nights and weekends only, MADE ON A LECUS/GESZVAIN MOTION.  MOTION CARRIED 5-0.

f. Discussion/Decision regarding Animal Control Contract:


There are two persons interested in the animal control contract for the Village of Raymond.  Adrian Boldt, who is presently the Village’s Dog Catcher; and Jody Hoffman Ruffalo, who is presently the Animal control person for the Village of Yorkville.  Jody informed the Board that any animals that she picks up are housed indoors, and that she pays for all vet bills incurred.  



Adrian told the Board that he finds homes for the dogs that he picks up (if he can’t find the owner after 10 days), and, he too pays the vet bills if any are incurred.  



Sue Beck, from the audience, questioned what happens to the dogs that Adrian picks up – she questioned the holding facilities.  



Trustee Ryan stated that the Board is looking at the same contract for both parties – they both have the same dollar amounts as well.  He would like to get more information from each of the parties interested in the position, and have this on next month’s agenda.  



Motion to hire Adrian Boldt, made on a Dave Lecus motion.  The motion died for lack of a second.
